Similarly, CIE/USA has co-sponsored the "Modern Engincening and Technology Seminar” (METS) with
Taiwanese government in very even year. During November 12-18, 2004, we will hold the 20th METS in
Taipei again, With its 40year's history, METS has made a tremendous impact to the success of the Taiwan
cconomy, especially in industrial area. We are looking forward 1o the success of this event,

As a board member of the National Engincenng-Week Steering Commirtee, the CIE/USA has actively
participated in several events sponsored by the E-week organization including the "National Engincers Week
2004 Future City Competition." We believe that it is important to create a forum for our industrial and
professional organizations to recognize outstanding Asian American contributors. Since 2002, CIE/USA has
spnn\'nnd the annual "Asian American Engincer of the Year” (AAEOY) award banquet in two consecutive
years in Dallas. This year, we have sponsored the 3rd AAEOY banquet in the beautiful San Francisco Bay
Area. By recognizing these AAEOY award recipients, we hope to create 4 source of inspirarion for all Asian
Americans, in particular, future generations. This historical event has received strong corporate, community,
academic and government supports.
